Booth Assignment

Upon receipt of signed contract and payment, notification of booth assignment will be sent to Exhibitor.  Space is assigned on a first-come, first-served basis.  If spaces selected are taken, exhibits management has the right to assign the next best available space.  Only one company name is permitted per exhibit space.

Exhibit Fee

Exhibit fee includes standard back and side drape in show colors, standard booth identification sign, one six foot table, two chairs, exhibitor registrations, listing of attendees, listing in Program and Exhibits Guide (provided the exhibitor submits information to THA by deadlines).  No utilities are included in the exhibit fee. 

Payment Policies

Payment in full of the total booth space cost is required upon submission of the application. Checks should be payable to THA. Payment by credit card is available. In the event the exhibitor miscalculates the booth fees, THA reserves the right to charge the credit card the correct amount due.  All exhibit fees must be paid in full prior to the exhibition. The Association reserves the right to cancel booth space not paid in full by July 15, 2008.
Cancellation of Exhibit Space

Any booth space assignment not rejected by the Exhibitor in writing within 15 days of notification of assignment will be presumed to be accepted by the Exhibitor.  Date of notification is the date the countersigned contract is sent to the Exhibitor by exhibits management.  Booth space assignments made after July 15, 2008, are deemed accepted by the Exhibitor upon notification of assignment.  There is no 15-day approval period after July 15, 2008. 
All booth cancellations must be submitted to THA exhibits management in writing.  In the event of cancellation of exhibit space by the Exhibitor, it is agreed that the actual damages which might be sustained by THA by reason of such cancellation are uncertain.  As a result, it is agreed that the following sums would be reasonable and just compensation for cancellations received with respect to the following dates:  prior to June 27, 2008, 25% of the total booth cost; between June 28, and July 15, 2008, 50% of the total booth cost; and after July 15, 2008, 100% of the total booth cost.  Exhibitor hereby agrees to forfeit, and THA agrees to withhold the above respective sums from any refund due, as liquidated damages in the event of such cancellation.
Use of Exhibit Space

Exhibit space is assigned on the express understanding that it is to be used solely for the display of the Exhibitor’s products and services that the Exhibitor offers for sale to the health care industry.  Exhibitors are not permitted to sublet any part of their space, or to display merchandise of other manufacturers or dealers where no direct business conditions exist between them.  

Texas state law requires that all exhibitors who take orders, make sales or make contacts for future sales at the THA Leadership Conference be registered with the Texas Comptroller’s Office.  For information regarding exhibiting in Texas and Texas Sales Permits, please contact the Comptroller’s Office at 800/252-5555.  

The use of live or recorded music in any form is strictly prohibited.  No exhibit material may extend beyond the boundaries of the exhibit space or exceed the height restrictions for that type of booth.  All exhibits must conform to the THA Exhibit Policies, and must not be of such nature or arrangement to obstruct the view of or interfere with exhibits of others.  Should there be any questions as to obstruction or interference of any exhibit with other exhibits in the area the final judgment will be made by THA exhibits management. 

E-MAIL POLICIES

By providing e-mail addresses, the Exhibitor gives permission to the Association to send information regarding the Association’s sponsorships, advertising and exhibiting opportunities.  The Association will not release e-mail addresses to third parties.  

Insurance and Liability

Exhibitors wishing to insure their property must do so at their own expense.  It is recommended that all exhibitors have representatives in attendance at all times when the exhibits are open, and especially when exhibits are being set up or dismantled, to protect them against loss.

It is expressly understood and agreed, and the Exhibitor agrees by accepting this contract, that he will make no claim of any kind against THA, or any of its members or its employees for any loss, damage to or destruction of goods, or for any injury that may occur to himself or his employees while in the hotel, or for any damage of any nature or character whatsoever. 

It is further agreed that THA shall not be liable or responsible for, and shall be indemnified and held harmless by Exhibitor from and against any and all claims and damages of every kind, for injury to or death of any person or persons and for damage to or loss of property, arising out of or attributed, directly or indirectly, to the operations or performance of Exhibitor and Exhibitor’s agents and employees under this agreement.  

The hotel is not liable to the Exhibitors for any damage to or for the loss or destruction of any exhibit or the property of the Exhibitor by fire or other casualty covered by an extended coverage endorsement to a fire insurance policy, whether caused by negligence of the hall, its officers, agents, servants, employees or otherwise, all claims for any such loss or damage being expressly waived by Exhibitor who agrees to indemnify and hold the hotel harmless for such claims. 

Exhibitor shall be fully responsible to pay for any and all damages to property owned by Hyatt (HYATT REGENCY AUSTIN), its owners or managers which result from any act or omission of Exhibitor. Exhibitor agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless, Hyatt (HYATT REGENCY AUSTIN), its owners, managers, officers or directors, agents, employees, subsidiaries and affiliates, from any damages or charges resulting from Exhibitor's use of the property.  Exhibitor's liability shall include all losses, costs, damages, or expenses arising from, out of, or by reason of any accident or bodily injury or other occurrences to any person or persons, including the Exhibitor, its agents, employees, and business invitees which arise from or out of the Exhibitor's occupancy and use of the exhibition premises, the Hotel or any part thereof.

CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

THA reserves the right to alter locations of exhibitors or of booths shown on the floor plan if deemed to be in the best interest of the exhibition.  This contract is subject to all rules and regulations of the Association, and to all conditions under which space at the hotel is made available to THA.  Exhibitor agrees to abide by all applicable fire, utility and building codes.  
Exhibitors are responsible for knowing and abiding by the THA Exhibit Policies as outlined in the Exhibitor Services Manual, and such policies are by this reference incorporated herein.  The Association reserves the right to make such reasonable changes, amendments, and additions to these Exhibit Policies as may be considered necessary.  Failure by the Exhibitor to abide by the material terms of this contract will be considered a breach of the contract, and THA shall have the option to terminate this contract by giving oral or written notification thereof to Exhibitor.  In the event of termination, it is agreed that the actual damages sustained by THA are uncertain, and therefore, Exhibitor agrees to forfeit all monies paid to THA as liquidated damages. 
This instrument contains the entire agreement between the parties relating to the rights herein granted and the obligations herein assumed, except otherwise provided in this instrument.  This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Texas.
